As is our policy, we are presenting to you today a meeting for
which the main award, the Astley Trophy, will be presented to the
victor of the Saloon Car Race. The Trophy was kindly donated, in
1962, by Sir Stanley Bell of the Astley Group of Companies to be
competed for annually. At that time, the most exciting racing was
Formula Junior but in 1963 we decided that Saloon Cars, much-
modified bread and butter vehicles, offered the greater spectator
appeal and that has been the pattern ever since. VVhereas the
victor then would most likely have been a Jaguar, we have since
seen their complete eclipse by large-engined Minis, Cortinas, Anglias
and, latterly, the American Fords. Whoever wins the final of the
Saloon Car Race, you can be sure it will be an exciting, hard-fought

event.
The Formula Libre race for the National Benzole Trophy and

events for Formula 3 Racing, G.T. and Sports Cars have all brought
in a substantial entry. In addition, this meeting qualifies for the
Embassy Trophy presented by W. D. & H. O. Wills for the British
Women Racing Drivers Club (and should attract a large contingent
of the fairer sex) and is also a qualifying event for the Essex Speed
Centre’s Cup for Minis up to 1000 c.c. capacity.

Altogether a full programme of, we hope, exciting, hotly con-
tested events. All we ask is that the sun shines, and that spectators,
drivers and officials have a thoroughly enjoyable day’s sport.
